Through
experimentation with materials, techniques, and processes, students learn to create
original outcomes for a wide range of applications — from fashion and accessories to
interiors and wallpaper. This course encourages personal expression, critical thinking,
and a deep understanding of design in contemporary and historical contexts.

What will | learn?

In A Level Textile Design, you'll explore a range of techniques, materials, and concepts
related to creating textile-based art and design. The course is both creative and
practical, and it's ideal if you're interested in fashion, interior design, costume, fabric
design, surface pattern, or textile art. Inclusive of the following areas:
